8.3.2 The dues collected shall consist of two parts: the first part required by the
National Headguarters of Kappa Kappa Psi, and the second to be set
aside for the chapter’s general fund. The amount of the second part shall
be determined by a simple majority vote at the second general meeting of
the fall quarter.

8.3.3  Problems arising from the inability of a member to pay dues in the
allotted time (not the willful non-payment of does) shall be dealt with on
an individual basis by the President, Treasurer of the organization and
the Advisor/ Sponsor. A contract will be arranged between the Treasurer
and this member for the full payment of dues by the 7" week of the Fall
quarter.

8.3.4  No member of this chapter shall be compelled to accept Inactive status
because of inability to pay dues without approval of a majority of the
voting Active membership.
